


The Arcadia Choir is a Norwegian mixed choir
of 25 members, specializing in
Greek Choir Music.

e The choir was founded in 1981 in Oslo, Norway,
with the objective to work with Greek choir music,
as a result of the love and interest many
Norwegians have in Greece and Greek music and
culture.

e Since 1988 the choir has been led by the Greek
classical singer and conductor MARILENA
ZLATANOU.

e During this period they have presented to the
Norwegian public a wide spectre of choir music,
both a cappella and with instrumental
accompaniment.

Examples of this are the complete “To Axion Esti”
by Mikis Theodorakis, as well as songs by other
composers like Manos Hatzidakis, Christos

Leontis, Jannis Markopoulos or Apostolos
Kaldaras.

Most of this repertoire has been presented in
Norway for the very first time.

e Every other year the choir gives concerts in
Greece.
As of now, concerts have been held in Livadia,
Molyvos, Petra and Plomari in Lesvos, in
Lefkada, Arta, Jiannena in Ipiros, Rethymno

Adele and Paleohora in Crete, Athytos
(Halkidiki) and Thessalonica in 1997, as a part
of the Cultural Capital programme, and in 2002
and 2006 as invited by the municipality of
Rhodes.

e The choir has had TV and radio appearances
and numerous concerts in Oslo and other towns
of Norway.

e Since 1988, the choir has been led by
MARILENA ZLATANOU, Greek classical singer
and conductor from Thessalonica, with studies
from there, London (Guildhall School of Music
and Drama), and Oslo, Norway (top mark
graduate from the State Conservatory and the
State Opera School)

e In 2007 she made her debut as a composer, and
she has since then had several other performances of
her works.

published and are distributed internationally by
